(7-A)  Local Work Group Meeting Representation  

 

 Dennis Testerman stated the Local Work Group meeting will be held 

on October 28, 2010 from 10:00 am – 12:00 pm and will consist of EQIP 

discussion only.  Ned Hudson and Louis Suther will be representing the 

Board at this meeting. 

 

(7-B)  Discussion of Personnel Matter 

 

 A recent memorandum was reviewed from the North Carolina Attorney 

General‟s office to the North Carolina Soil and Water Conservation 

Commission concerning North Carolina General Statute 139-7, which 

deals with the conditions for removal of appointed and elected 

supervisors.  The memorandum states in part that “the Commission has 

by regulation interpreted the phrase „neglect of duty‟ as used in N. 

C. Gen. Stat. 139-7 to include „ceasing to discharge the duties of the 

office over a period of three consecutive months except when prevented 

by sickness.” Ritchie reviewed Johnathan Johnson‟s attendance record 

at meetings of both the District and the North Carolina Association of 

Soil and Water Conservation Districts.  There was a discussion among 

the Board regarding this matter and the Commission‟s direction to 

District to “advise the Commission in writing of the failure of any 

supervisor [appointed or elected supervisor] to discharge his or her 

duties over a three-month period.” 

 

 UPON MOTION of Ned Hudson, seconded by Louis Suther and 

unanimously carried, the Board voted to send a memo to the Commission 

regarding this matter and for Bob Ritchie to discuss this decision 

with Mr. Johnson.
